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Sponsorship Opportunities

Leadership Greenwood is a community leadership program started by the Greenwood Chamber of Commerce over 20 years ago.  The mission of Leadership Greenwood is to be the catalyst that brings together dedicated leaders, provides information, and builds relationships to improve the quality of life in Greenwood County. A diverse group of individuals applies to participate in the program, and approximately 20 - 25 class members are selected for each class.  The program includes an Opening & Closing Retreat and seven individual sessions (one session per month) on a variety of topics ranging from industry day to culture and the arts in Greenwood County.

Sponsors contribute to the success of the program and gain exposure to emerging and existing leaders—both participants and program presenters.

Projected Attendance:   Approximately 20 - 25 individuals participate annually



Primary Program Sponsor - $500
